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General Education courses are a required part of all BA, BS, and BFA degree programs and comprises a minimum
of 54 of the 180 credit hours necessary for graduation. These courses prepare students for advanced study in their
academic majors and helps students develop a foundation of basic knowledge necessary for a more successful
personal and professional life.

Completion of graduation requirements is the
responsibility of the student.
