Students who do not attend or participate in a
class at least once during the first two weeks of
the term will be administratively dropped from
the class by the Office of the Registrar.

SSA sends progress report
requests for high promise
students who may need some
additional early outreach and/or
academic support.

Faculty may also submit Early
Action Notifications for any
other students who may benefit
from some extra outreach and
support.
