Summary

A Social Science major consists of 72 credits.  In consultation with an advisor, students should select 36 credits in one discipline, including at least 27 upper division credits.  Nine other upper division courses from any social science discipline are needed to complete the total of 36 upper-division credit requirement.  Students are also required to take at least on theory and one methods course from the following list.
