Just remember—when you network, you're not
asking for a job. You're simply developing and expanding your professional contacts. “Networking”
can happen in numerous places—conferences, information sessions, career fairs, classrooms, social
events, or even family gatherings. Start with the people you know, and brainstorm potential contacts
for informational interviews. Chances are, you know more people than you think you do...here's a
brainstorming sheet to help get you started.
