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What is New in FY 2014?

The question-and-answer templates have been
coordinated and refined across Purpose Areas to
ensure more uniformity and cohesiveness and to
reduce duplication.

The OVW Tribal Sexual Assault Services Program
will continue to be administered separate from
CTAS.



What is New in FY 2014?

Due to limited funding, Purpose Area #4 will
not be making awards for new construction
projects for justice system facilities in FY 2014.
Awards will be focused on renovation.

BJA will not award any planning grants under
Purpose Area #4. Applicants interested in
justice system-wide planning efforts (not
facility-specific planning) are encouraged to
apply under Purpose Area #2.



What is New in FY 2014?

Applicable Purpose Areas have been updated
to allow activities related to Tribal jurisdiction
over non-Indian perpetrators of domestic
violence on Tribal lands as authorized through
the Violence Against Women Reauthorization
Act of 2013.

The Budget Detail Worksheet for Purpose Area
#1, which is administered by the COPS Office,
has been redesigned.



What is new In FY 20147

The eligibility criteria for Purpose Areas 8
and g has changed this year; tribes with
active Tribal Youth Program (TYP) grants or
active Tribal Juvenile Accountability
Discretionary (T-JADG) grants are not eligible
to receive an additional award in 2014.

Eligibility (Continued)

Purpose Area 1 — Applicants must have an
established law enforcement agency that is
operational as of March 24, 2014, or receive services
through a new or existing contract for law
enforcement services with the Bureau of Indian
Affairs (BIA) or a state or local agency;

Purpose Area 5, 6, and 7 -Tribal designees are
eligible participants for certain activities related to
Purpose Areas 5, 6, and 7 (OVW and OVC);



Eligibility (continued)
